• The ball the player plays must be named on the current List of Conforming Golf Balls issued     
 by the R&A Rules. Penalty for breach of condition: Disqualification (www.randa.org). 

•  Using golf cart is mandatory during the practice and tournament days.The golf carts are        
 ready in the golfgarage at the hotel Allegria (incl. in the tournament fee).
